Please do NOT abuse this free resource, we ask that you
are mindful of others in need and ONLY fill the 5 bags
provided. Should you need more resources, the local
hardware stores will have what you need. There are
many other things that can help such as cleaning your
drains and gutters and purchasing rolls of jute to control
erosion and water flow on your own property.

We have come to realize over the last few years that the
current office hours are just not enough for those who
work out of the area. With that we will have new office
hours beginning January 1st. Our new hours will be
Monday-Thursday from 7am-5pm Closed from 12-1 for
lunch and closed on Fridays. We hope this will help
accommodate more residents with their needs. There
will not be any staff available on Fridays other than the
on-call staff so please plan accordingly.
